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Zoning Hearing Board Minutes

January 22, 2024
The January 22 meeting of the Lititz Borough Zoning Hearing Board was called to order by Matthews at 7:00 PM.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, members present and excused were listed and identified below.

The Election of Officers was held, with Learn nominating Matthews and a second by Eberly.  The motion passed unanimously.

The December 18 meeting minutes were reviewed.  Hain made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  A second was made by Eberly. The minutes were unanimously approved, 5 - 0.

Case #1877 – John Eccleston – 320 S Broad Street
Applicant presented his testimony for property located at 320 S Broad Street, for a Special Exception from Section 500.B (Expansion of a Non-conforming Use, to enlarge a single story apartment to a two-story) of the Lititz Borough Zoning Ordinance within the R2 Residential District.

Testimony included the following:

· Applicant would like to construct a 20’ x 30’ second-story addition over an existing apartment unit attached to the rear of the existing dwelling and be completely separate with a block fire wall

· A 4’ x 8’ porch cover is proposed over the entry door

· The second story would be constructed over the same footprint, although the first-floor walls will need to be rebuilt from scratch as they do not meet existing codes. If foundation is not suitable, it will also be reconstructed

· Only one apartment is being affected/enlarged by the addition

· Apartment will have central heat and air, new windows and new exterior siding

· There are 3 existing residential rentals and it will remain 3 residential rentals

· First floor is proposed for a kitchen, living room and half bath

· Second story will have 2 bedrooms and a full bath

· The chimney is to be removed completely

· There is plenty of parking on the property and there will be no changes to landscaping

· Exterior of rest of house will be upgraded cosmetically with new window wrap and siding
The Board voted on the application as presented.   Eberly made a motion to grant the request for a Special Exception as testified.  The motion was seconded by Hain and unanimous approval was received, 5 – 0.

With no other items on the agenda, the meeting was adjourned at approximately 7:12 PM.
